TRANSFER LOT - A parcel of land with not less than 80,000 square f  eet
used to establish a density bonus in a Flexible Dev ~ elopment, as set
forth in section 218 -26. Such Transfer Lot shall be:

(1) determined by the Planning Board to be of speci  al importanc e
because of its visual prominence or potential vista blockage,
ecological significance or fra , value as agri cultural or r ecreational
land, critical relation or proximity to the Town’s drinking wate r supply,
or because it is identified in the Town's openspac e plan;

(2) not wetlands, as defined in G.L. c. 131, s. 40, or notland used to
satisfy dimensional requirements in any other devel opment of lan d;
